During this week, hundreds of organizations and in-
dividuals from across the world offer free oral, head and

Tijekom tog tjedna, stotine organizacija i pojedina-
ca cijeloga svijeta osiguravaju besplatne preglede za otkrivanje karcinoma
usne Supljine, glave i vrata, educiraju stru¢nu i ostalu javnost i provode
druge aktivnosti u svthu podizanja svijesti o tim bolestima.

Ove se godine po prvi puta uklju¢ilo Hrvatsko drustvo za oralnu me-
dicinu i patologiju Hrvatskog lije¢nickog zbora (HDOMP HLZ-a), Sto-
matoloski fakultet Sveucilista u Zagrebu i Klinika za stomatologiju KBC-
a Zagreb.

U sklopu aktivnosti, HDOMP HLZ-a, zajedno s Podruznicom Za-
greb HLZ-a organiziralo je 7.travnja 2010. u Hrvatskom lije¢nickom do-
mu prigodna predavanja: ,Stomatoloski pristup bolesnicima na radiote-
rapiji glave i vrata“ (doc. dr. sc. Ivan Alajbeg) i ,Oralne lezije s rizikom
maligne transformacije“ (dr. sc. Vlaho Brailo). Predavnja su, osim sto-
matologa, dosli poslusati i otorinolaringolozi, patolozi i citolozi. Posebno
nam je drago da je upravo ta aktivnost inicirala suradnju s Klinikom za tu-
more, u skrbi za ljude lije¢ene od tumora usta, glave i vrata.

Na Stomatoloskom fakultetu Sveucilista u Zagrebu, odnosno na Kli-
nici za stomatologiju KBC-a, su se u sklopu Tjedna u utorak 13. i srijedu
14. travnja od 9 - 13 sati odrzali besplatni pregledi usne Supljine u svrhu
otkrivanja rizi¢nih oralnih bolesti. Pacijenti su mogli bez uputnice ostvari-
ti besplatan specijalisticki pregled usne Supljine.

Aktivnost je vazna iz razloga $to, iako je oralni karcinom moguée kva-
litetno lijeciti ukoliko je rano otkriven, on se naj¢ei¢e otkriva tek u uzna-
predovaloj fazi ili prekasno. Nadalje, javna svijest o oralnom karcinomu je
izrazito niska, $to potkrjepljuju istrazivanja. Stomatoloski fakultet Sveui-
lista u Zagrebu je klju¢na ustanova koja promice znanja o bolestima orofa-
cijalne regije, uklju¢ujudi oralne prekanceroze i karcinom. Stomatolog naj-
Cesce ne djeluje izravno u lijecenju karcinoma, ali je, prema prirodi posla,
potencijalno najvazniji u procesu ranog otkrivanja. Stoga je za sljedecu go-
dinu preliminarno dogovorena suradnja s ostalim hrvatskim institucijama
koje se bave problematikom.

neck cancer screenings, community and professional edu-
cation, as well as provide other activities with a common goal of achieving
higher awareness on these diseases.

This year, Croatian Society for Oral Medicine and Pathology - Croa-
tian Medical Association (CSOMP-CMA), School of Dental Medicine -
University of Zagreb, and University Dental Clinic joined this global ac-
tivity for the 1st time.

On April 7, CSOMP-CMA, together with CMA-Zagreb Branch,
have organized seminar in Croatian Medical Hall: ,Oral aspects of head
and neck radiation” (doc. dr. sc. Ivan Alajbeg) and ,,Oral lesions with risk
of malignant transformation® (dr. sc. Vlaho Brailo). Lectures were attend-
ed also by ENT specialists, pathologists and cytologists. We are particu-
larly glad that this very activity initiated collaboration with Clinical hos-
pital for tumors, regarding care for people treated for oral, head and neck
tumors.

Within this week, on Tuesday and Wednesday (April 13 and 14), free
oral screening for lesions with risk of malignant transformation was held
in School of Dental Medicine and University Dental Clinic. Patients were
able to get free specialist oral examination without referral letter.

Activity is important because, although oral cancer is treatable if ear-
ly detected, it is usually detected in advanced stage or too late. Further-
more, public awareness on oral cancer is very low, as studies are showing.
School of Dental Medicine - University of Zagreb is a key institution in
promoting knowledge about orofacial diseases, including precancerous le-
sions and cancer. Dentists usually don’t treat oral cancer, but has potential-
ly the most important role in early detection. Thus, for the next year, we
have preliminary arranged collaboration with other Croatian institutions

dealing with this problem.
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
